7 July 2008 to 6 July 2009 1 Headquarters and Headquarters 
Company 1 1st Battalion l 11th Aviation Regiment and its 
subordinate units displayed outstanding meritorious service in 
support of the Global War on Terrorism. The battalion coordinated 
over 1.8 million aircraft movements, with aircraft operating 
under all modes of flight, including visual flight rules, 
instrument flight rules l daylight and nighttime conditions, and 
while utilizing night vision goggles.
