Reason: For exceptionally meritorious service. During the period 
10 April 2010 to 5 March 2011, the 456th Transportation 
Detachment displayed exceptionally meritorious service in 
support of Operation Enduring Freedom. The unit processed over 
23,000 logistical movement requests for the movement of over 
5,000 containers, 2,000 military vehicles, 9,000 trucks of Class 
I, 7.5 million gallons of Class III bulk and more than 100,000 
short tons of cargo. The unit was also responsible for air 
movements of both fixed-wing and rotary operations. The unit 
processed over 25,000 pieces of cargo, mail and retrograde 
material totaling more than 40 million pounds, and was 
instrumental in the insertion. of two additional brigade combat 
teams into Southern Afghanistan. The actions of the 456th 
Transportation Detachment bring g·reat credit upon the unit, 
Joint Movement Control.
