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attempt to dislodge it. B e c a w  of its limited strength and the large arm sssigned 
to it for defense, the form held the h e  thinly, marked by strong pointa with &aps 
covered by fue. Seven major counterattacks were repelled during the period 
and n u m e "  enemy patrols were stopped, often in bitter. cloae-in fighting, wfth 
the ranger force ming its mortars. artillerg, automatic weapons, anr3,grenedrs 
with devastating effect. The officers a n d  men of these units fought without rrat 
or relief and wfth limited food and water SUpp&S. The continuom nfiture of t& 
enemy fire and activity wn.~ such as to  try the men to the limit of their enduranm, 
Although overwhelming enemy forces drove almost constantly a t  the 6p-b 
held poeitions, the determination and courage of the members of the 1st and Sd 
Ranger BOtMiOMand their atmohed units offset the enemy superiority in numbers 
and made possibie the successful accomplishment of a vital mission (So muoh al 
pr .
